Guidelines for Research Volunteers in Faculty of Medicine Campus

A Research Volunteer (RV) is an individual who is engaged in supervised research activities on a voluntary basis for the purpose of gaining research experience. An RV does not engage in activities that would replace an employee.

RVs are permitted to train in the Faculty of Medicine, on campus, provided the following exists and/or occurs:

1) The host department and potential supervisor support the engagement of RVs.

2) The Chair of the host department signs a letter of engagement (template attached) for the RV. The RV then signs the letter, cosigned by the supervisor, and provides a copy to the business officer 
3) The RV receives the necessary safety and lab instruction and ongoing supervision.

4) The RV receives no academic credit for this activity.

5) The RV is 17 years of age or older.
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
